Alexander Timms, Head Teacher at the school who has been a driving force behind this latest bid said: “We are delighted with this latest news.  We shall be developing our work across the whole community in these two areas, which are so vital for success in the 21st Century.  A range of courses from financial management to Advanced Level Further Maths to industry standard software and programming courses will be made available both at school and with our partners in the community.  The software and programming courses are possible through our links with our major multi-national sponsor, the software giant Oracle.”

Alexander continues: “We are particularly grateful to our local sponsors who have helped us with their contributions which have enabled us to gain an additional £100,000 of government funding for capital works. The news of their Specialist Status designation comes just a week after the school received notification from the Big Lottery Fund that they have been given the green light to proceed with the construction of their new £1.3m Sports Hall Facilities.
